The Foundation wishes to support strong programs initiated at school sites that will improve the learning environment, increase instructional effectiveness, and enhance the educational experience for students and teachers.

Who May Apply:
Any school personnel who would like to address a need that will improve the academic program of students of the Ojai Unified School District may submit a mini-grant proposal. Copies of the application can be obtained from the OEF website at www.ojaief.org.

Grant monies available for recipients

Final accounting by recipients for grant monies used.

Requirements:

1. Individual proposal budgets are not to exceed a total of $750 (including tax and shipping costs).  However, joint proposals involving two or more applicants may be submitted, not to exceed a total of $1,250.

2. Funds must be used to improve classroom instruction through curriculum development, purchase of supplemental materials, or further training in an area the teacher teaches. The application may also be submitted for monies to fund teacher training as long as the total cost fits within the mini-grant application guidelines.

3. Grants are not intended to supplant required core curriculum needs.

4. Recipients are responsible for notifying OEF of any changes in the use of the funds or teacher(s) who have been awarded the funds. Final approval for the use of funds for other purposes than originally outlined in the original application will be at the discretion of OEF.

5. Recipients may be requested by OEF to provide brief write-ups regarding program results and/or photographs. 

Application Process
Proposals should be as brief and simple as possible, and should not exceed the space limits of the application form. It is highly recommended that applicants complete the form using Microsoft Word as the form has been automated (handwritten applications will, however, still be accepted). 

Please submit the completed and signed application no later than 4:00 pm, Friday, May 6th, 2011 as instructed on the last page of the application form.

Recipients may begin accessing Grant Money by contacting the District Office beginning July 1, 2011.  All grant money must be accounted for by April 15, 2012. Unused funds will be returned to OEF.
